And, just like everybody else, we would also like to reaffirm Stuart Hall
as deeply rooted in our own field of critical studies on Communications in
Brazil. That is what the contributions to this special edition of MATRIZes,
devoted to Stuart Hall, will make clear to everyone - like it did to me.

Texts, however, are not presented as a devotional exercise to one of the
founding fathers of Cultural Studies. Rather, these are a collective work of
recovery, adapting the nice term used by Paddy Scannell. As one generation
goes by, new generations of academics linked with their ancestors renew the
field. Here, it is Stuart Hall’s generation.

This link is assumed to be given and explored by all authors presented
herein: All of them take Hall's work as their starting points. They are involved
and engaged with the extensive Stuart Hall's body of works, debating his ideas
in the light of a communication environment in accelerating pace of changes.

Each author acknowledges and expands the intellectual contributions by
Stuart Hall to the studies on Communications in Brazil. And we, as co-editors
of this special edition of MATRIZes, fully endorse it.
